Many requestors made large document
requests seeking filings for multiple years and multiple buildings. These requests

The OIG strives to decrease its response time each fiscal year (FY). We have achieved our
goal by reducing our median response time in FY 2011 by 1 day. In addition, the OIG's
average response time for FY 2011 was 3 days less than the statutory timeframe of 15
days.
