In accordance with the FOIA Report instructions provided by your office, and pursuant to D.C.
FOIA § 208(a)(9), please find below the Public Service Commission of the District of
Columbia’s “qualitative description or summary statement, and conclusions drawn from the data
regarding compliance [with provisions of the Act].”

The Commission’s FOIA Report for FY 2014 demonstrates that, on average, the Commission
processes FOIA requests within 15 days. Out of the six (6) FOIA requests that were received
and processed by the Commission in FY2014, only two (2) took more than 15 days to process.
In both of those cases, the response period was extended either due to the voluminous nature of
the response or in order to provide the source of the confidential or proprietary information an
opportunity to assert privilege over the documents or information requested. Further, in both of
those cases, the Commission responded within 15 days of receiving responses from both parties
regarding whether the information should be released. The Commission has also, for the first
time, but in two responses in this fiscal year, used the newly adopted FOIA Exemption 15 (D.C.
Code § 2-534(a)(15)), which is not provided for on the Reporting Form, to protect Critical
Infrastructure Information from being released to the public.

I note that in response to item 3 of the report, the Commission has one (1) pending FOIA
response as of September 1, 2014, but an average of 0 days of unfilled requests before the
Commission (see item 4). This discrepancy is due to the fact that on March 18, 2013, the

Commission received an FOIA request seeking information and documents spanning a large time
period and which were voluminous in nature. In response, the Commission, in conjunction with
the requestor, established a rolling-response system wherein we provide documents to the
requestor on a monthly basis. To date, we have provided eleven responses to that single FOIA
request and will continue to provide responses until we have covered the entire period reflected
in the FIOA request. In order to appropriately capture the unusual nature of this matter, I
contacted you on Thursday December 11, 2014, and you advised me to factor that request out of
the Commission’s report because the Commission has indeed been responsive. Therefore, I have
answered zero (0) in response to item 4 on the report.
